Hotels that stand the test of time and remain among the city's best offerings have generally earned bragging rights
and the historic Iroquois Hotel in the heart of Midtown Manhattan is no exception. Completed at the turn of the
twentieth century, the Iroquois is a member of the Small Luxury Hotels of the World collection, in addition to counting
itself among the properties in the boutique Triumph Hotels collection, which is comprised of seven hotels in various
corners of Manhattan.

Famous for having been the home of James Dean and its prime location amidst the city’s most exclusive private
clubs, the Iroquois also counts proximity to Times Square and Grand Central Station among its assets. Glittering
history and location aside, the Iroquois’ 117 rooms are thoroughly contemporary and luxuriously modern right down
to the complimentary hotel wide wi-fi, Frette bathrobes and Molton Brown bath products that line the bathroom walls.
Count as added bonuses a fully outfitted, 24-hour fithess center complete with a Finnish sauna, private training, yoga
or Pilates sessions upon request and complimentary overnight shoeshines for guests.

Rounding out the perks of stay at the Iroquois is the fact that it is home to both the inspired Lantern's Keep and the
critically well-regarded Triomphe eatery. While the former is an intimate, moody space helmed by cocktail experts
and mixologists bearing a flair for turning out old school cocktails with an air of authenticity, the latter is the hotel's
upscale French restaurant with a seasonal menu that has earned a reputation as one the New York Theatre District’s
most popular haunts. (And yes the hotel is within walking distance of the Theatre District, which is yet another of the
hotel’s attributes about which to sing.)

NYLO hotels are quickly making their mark across America by offering arty, urban loft-style living combined with
contemporary furnishings and a decidedly social vibe into which its hipster guests can easily relax. Located on
NYC's fashionable Upper West Side near local attractions including Lincoln Center, the American Museum of Natural
History and Beacon Theater, the NYLO New York City lives up to the brand’s promise from the open fagade of the
neighbhorhood-y LOCL Bar on the ground floor that welcomes guests to the industrial but inviting space.

Adding additional shine to the NYLO's patina of coolness is the hotel’s recently launched Live @ LOCL Music Series
featuring jazz and blues sessions set on the hotel’s 16th floor terrace against breathtaking views of the Natural
History Museum. Not only does the series offer a great opportunity to enjoy the Roaring 20s' themed LOCL Bar
along with a healthy serving of live entertainment, it's a fantastic chance to mingle with Upper West Side locals who
have apparently grown quite keen on the place.

Rooms like the Babe Ruth Suite are well appointed yet comfortable and
relaxed affairs with homey flourishes like a fireplace and bay window seating overlooking Broadway. Likewise other
suites offer comforting amenities like DVD and Blu Ray players with complimentary movies, while City View rooms
deliver impressive views of Broadway or the Hudson River and all rooms offer flat screen HDTVs, complimentary
wireless Internet access, C.O. Bigelow amenities, and Frette linens.

When it comes to old school cool wrapped in new school luxe, the Hotel Belleclaire is trumps on the West Side.
